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Note: The peak date for hospital occupancy was in April 2020 with 131 confirmed COVID-19 patients in beds (peak number of ICU beds occupied by COVID-19 patients was 9 in the ‘first wave’,
which was initially surpassed on 7t November (n=10)). The current peak number of ICU beds (n=18) was recorded on 215t January 2021. It should also be noted that the ITU/HDU beds (orange) are
a subset of ‘any acute beds’ (blue), e.g. on 3 January 2021 there were 100 beds occupied by COVID-19 confirmed patients, 6 of these were in ITU/HDU beds.
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
