Notes and Definitions 
 

1. Life expectancy at birth indicates the number of years a baby born in an area can expect to 
live if they experience current age and gender specific death rates throughout their life. It is not 
a guide to the remaining expectation of life at a later age (e.g. if life expectancy at birth in a 
particular area is 80 years, it does not follow that people aged 70 living in that area can expect 
to live for a further 10 years) 
 

2. Data is presented as 3 calendar year rolling figures. Data was produced by aggregating 
deaths and population estimates for each three-year period (e.g. 1998-2000 etc.) 
 

3. 95% Confidence Intervals (CIs) indicate the range within which the true value of the indicator 
has a 95% chance of falling. For example, a 95% CI of 78.1 to 78.9 means that we can be 
95% certain the true value lies somewhere between these two values 
 

4. Periodically, the Office for National Statistics (ONS) revises subnational population estimates. 
Therefore, life expectancy figures for England and local authorities in England are also then 
revised accordingly. For this reason, previous versions of the Wirral Statistical Compendium 
may have different figures to those shown above
